PURPOSE

INTRODUCTION

In just five to seven minutes, the Lexia Quick Reading Test® can assess your students’ decoding skills and
automatically place them into the Lexia reading programs and levels appropriate for their ability, based on
their performance. This easy and fast tool ensures that students’ initial placements are always where they
should be in the Lexia software. The Quick Reading Test generates reports that provide information about
students’ phonics and decoding skills and pinpoints the areas which need additional instruction or practice.
The reports can provide enough information to create an individualized practice plan, and results can be
compared to testing at a later date to measure a student’s progress.

WHAT IS LEXIA QUICK READING TEST?

Lexia Quick Reading Test is a series of screening tests designed to determine students’ strengths and weak-
nesses in real- and non-word decoding skills. Quick Reading Test is broken up into three levels: Level A tests
reading skills generally taught in mainstream first and second grade; Level B tests reading skills generally
taught to third- and fourth-grade students and Level C tests reading skills generally taught to fifth- and

sixth-grade students.

All three levels of Quick Reading Test include real-word tests and non-word tests. The real-word tests assess
the ability to read real words and the non-word tests assess the ability to apply phonic principles to
unfamiliar “words.” Since efficient reading also requires the automatic recognition of words that do not
have regular sound/symbol correspondence, sight words are included in the real-word tests.

Quick Reading Tests are easy to administer and provide detailed reports of student and class results. If stu-
dents fails a skill area (3-5 incorrect), the program will recommend that they take another, lower-level test.
If they successfully complete their test (without error), a higher-level test will be recommended to deter-
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mine which areas (if any) need practice or additional instruction. Additionally, Quick Reading Test has a
placement feature that can automatically place new students into the appropriate program and level of
Lexia’s reading software programs. Should you choose not to place your students automatically, Quick Reading
Test still recommends the appropriate Lexia software program and level for your students; this information is
provided in the reports.

HOW DOES LEXIA QUICK READING TEST WORK?

Lexia Quick Reading Test displays a letter, word, phrase or depending upon the test, a non-word on the
screen for each student to read out loud. An adult listens and records correct and incorrect responses by
pressing a key on the keyboard. As soon as a key has been struck, a new item displays on-screen until the
test ends. One test takes just 57 minutes.

Quick Reading Test tracks the student’s accuracy and speed of response, and records their results. Upon com-
pletion, Quick Reading Test scores the test, analyzes the results, and prepares detailed student and class
reports. Based on these results, the test can automatically place students into the appropriate levels of Lexia
reading programs, or recommend the appropriate levels for placement. Reports list the specific skills the stu-
dent has mastered, the skills where practice is needed, and the skills where additional instruction is needed.
The student report also lists each student’s speed (slow, average, or fast) and percentage they got correct,
and lists each incorrect response. Class Recommendations Reports list what tests or programs were recom-
mended, and whether or not students have been placed into them. Class reports provide a visual snapshot
of class performance and are often used to group students with similar reading skills into reading groups.

PURPOSE AND BENEFITS OF QUICK READING TEST

Quick Reading Test determines each student’s specific strengths and weaknesses in the basic sound/symbol
relationships, decoding, and automatic word-recognition skills. Some students learn to read without system-
atic phonics instruction, but many students experience difficulty in acquiring these skills. Since difficulties
in word identification interfere with reading comprehension, it is important to determine the exact nature
of any problems in skill acquisition. The reports provide the information teachers need to fill in specific
gaps in a student’s knowledge by focusing instruction and practice as needed.

Advantages over Pencil and Paper Tests

Quick Reading Test is more efficient than pencil and paper tests; the hard work is done by the program—it
presents the test material, scores and interprets the data, lists all incorrect responses, and prints reports.
Additionally, the program measures and records the time interval between the presentation of an item and
the student’s response and reports the student’s speed of response as fast, average, or slow, indicating the
student’s level of automaticity.

TEST DESIGN

Through decades of research, it has been determined that reading involves two separate but interrelated
areas: phonics and decoding, and comprehension. Efficient reading requires the ability to decode words
automatically, and weaknesses in this area seriously affect reading comprehension. The importance of a
basic knowledge of phonic elements and sound/symbol relationships has also been determined as a key ele-
ment of success by researchers in the field for years (e.g., Chall, 1983, Adams, 1990, and Snow et al., 1998).
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Quick Reading Test is designed to evaluate decoding skills. It determines a student’s knowledge and use of
basic phonic principles usually taught in grades 1-6, as well as knowledge of K—4 sight-vocabulary words.
Both accuracy and speed of response are measured in order to determine a level of fluency or automaticity.

Quick Reading Test was not developed as a complete test of reading abilities. Some children with adequate
decoding skills may have deficits in reading comprehension due to other kinds of problems such as underly-
ing difficulties in language comprehension or cognitive skills. Therefore, the results of Quick Reading Test
should be used in conjunction with assessment in other areas related to comprehension in order to gain a
complete picture of the student’s strengths and weaknesses in reading.

Selection of Test Items
Phonetically Regular Words

In order to develop the real-word tests, it is necessary to control and balance the vocabulary level of the
selected items. Therefore, words are chosen from The Ginn Word Book for Teachers: A Basic Lexicon
(Johnson, Moe, & Baumann, 1983), based on the frequency level of these words. This book contains 9,000
words compiled from an extensive analysis of word frequency for grades one through six in areas such as
school textbooks, children’s story books, and children’s oral language.

Generally, each test is designed to evaluate a specific phonic principle (e.g., the concept of closed or
silent-e syllables), and words are carefully chosen to procure a systematic evaluation of each.

Sight Words

Quick Reading Test sight words are high-frequency words that do not follow basic phonic principles. The
sight words are selected from the Validated Word Lists in the Ginn Word Book for Teachers, and the lists
include words that could be read by 90% of the children in each grade level.

Non-Words

The Non-Word versions of Quick Reading Test are designed to test the same phonic concepts as the Real
Word versions. Consonants or vowels are substituted in a systematic way with letter sequences that can
generally be found in the English language to produce a non-word. In situations where the tested phonic
concept was meaningless in non-words, the parallel structure of the Real-Word and Non-Word versions is
slightly changed.

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ENROLLING STUDENTS OR CLASSES INTO LEXIA PROGRAMS

By default, all students and classes are automatically enrolled into all Lexia programs. Once you enroll
students or classes into any program, however, they will only have access to the programs in which they are
enrolled; they will no longer have access to other programs they are not enrolled into. Thus the enrollment
feature performs two functions—it enrolls students into desired programs and simultaneously removes them
from other programs in which they are not enrolled; its functionality is both inclusive and exclusive, ensuring
that students only work in the programs that are assigned to them. If you’ve enrolled students into other
programs, you will need to enroll them into Quick Reading Test for them to able to be tested in this program.

n order to administer a test, you must have at least one student name entered and you should create a globa
In order to ad ter a test, y th t least tudent tered and you should te a global
password to protect student data. See Chapter 3, Quick Start, to enter student names and create a global
password if you haven’t done so already.

To familiarize yourself with the testing procedure, you can create a “Practice Student,” and run through the test
with somebody playing the student role. Once you are familiar with the testing procedure, the following tips
should help your testing sessions progress smoothly.

1. Before you begin, choose the group of students you will be testing. Ideally, you should create a class of
this group (see Chapter 3) and have a print-out of the class list, so that you can organize the students
accordingly.

2. Explain the purpose and procedure to the students.

3. If you will be administering Quick Reading Tests in a classroom, try to locate your testing station away
from distractions.

4. Results are more consistent if there is only one person administering the test. As the tester, you should
record results as quickly and consistently as possible, since each test is timed.

5. Familiarize yourself with the correct pro-
