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A special assignment

As a teacher on special assignment in the 

Laguna Beach Unified School District, Yadhira 

Rojas was tasked with evaluating the English 

language learning program in the district’s 

elementary schools, middle school, and high 

school. The district needed to find a better 

way to support its Emergent Bilingual students, 

who represent approximately 3% of the 

district’s students.
